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2019 - 2020 Minnesota Campaign Finance Summary

The Campaign Finance and Public Disclosure Board is charged with collecting campaign finance
disclosure reports from the state office candidates, political party units, political committees and
funds, independent expenditure committees and funds, and ballot question committees and
funds that are regulated by Minnesota Statutes Chapter 10A. This summary of campaign finance
information is derived from the reports filed with the Board during 2019 and 2020, and provides
condensed information on financial activity and status at the end of 2020 as reported by each
candidate, party unit, and committee or fund. Additionally, this summary includes a
comprehensive listing of all major donors during the two-year period with the amount of each
contribution. The summary also lists independent expenditures made for and against candidates
in 2020.

Contribution and spending limits apply to a two-year period of time. The two-year periods are
referred to as election cycle segments. Each segment contains one odd-numbered non-election
year and one even-numbered election year. However, while contribution and expenditure limits
apply to a two-year segment, campaign finance activity is reported on a calendar year basis. The
information for each committee or fund in the summary is provided for calendar years 2019 and
2020.

The 2019-2020 election cycle segment contained the 2020 general election at which state
Senate, state House of Representatives, and select judicial offices were up for election.
Constitutional offices were not on the ballot in 2020 and there were no constitutional amendment
ballot questions before the voters. Special elections were held for Senate district 11 in February
2019, for House district 11B in March 2019, and for House districts 30A and 60A in February
2020.

Reports were filed by the principal campaign committees of 35 constitutional office candidates
for four constitutional office seats, 551 House of Representatives candidates for 134 House
seats, 229 Senate candidates for 67 Senate seats, and 37 candidates for 28 judicial seats up
for election. Those totals include 21 legislative candidates in four special elections to fill
vacancies in office. The summary includes indicators that identify the candidates who won
primary and general elections. Additionally, this summary includes data supplied by 317
political party units and 445 political committees and funds registered with the Board.

Independent expenditure political committees and funds and ballot question committees and
funds are permitted to accept corporate and other unregistered association contributions but are
limited to making independent expenditures, making ballot question expenditures, and
contributing to other independent expenditure and ballot question committees and funds. This
summary includes reported information for 73 independent expenditure committees and funds
and two ballot question committees and funds.

The information provided for each party unit, committee, or fund includes total contributions
received, total contributions made, total expenditures, beginning and ending cash balances, and,
if applicable, the total amount of public subsidy payments received. Outstanding loans payable,
unpaid bills, and disbursements other than campaign expenditures are not itemized in the
summary but are reflected in the totals reported in the summary. The data filed in campaign
finance reports generally has not been verified or audited by the Board. The data will not be
updated to reflect amendments filed after the issue date of the summary.

Over the years 2019 and 2020, Senate candidates who filed for office reported receiving
$6,001,287 from individual contributors, $1,066,412 from political committees and funds,
$580,207 from political parties, and $367,177 from lobbyists. Public subsidy payments to Senate
candidates totaled $1,063,827. During that period House candidates who filed for office reported



receiving $6,040,116 from individual contributors, $1,211,491 from political committees and
funds, $873,020 from political parties, and $326,915 from lobbyists. Public subsidy payments to
House candidates totaled $1,068,062. During that period a total of $451,608 in receipts was
reported by 16 judicial candidates who filed for office.

Not included in the above totals are committees of candidates who did not file to appear on the
ballot during the 2019-2020 election cycle segment. During that period committees for
constitutional office candidates reported receiving $2,527,032 in receipts and making total
disbursements of $1,266,592. Legislative and judicial candidates who did not file for office
reported receiving $2,527,032 in receipts and making $1,266,592 in total disbursements.

The following is a summary of contributions of $500 or more received during the 2019-2020
election cycle segment by candidates who filed for office. Contributions totaling at least $500
within a calendar year made by a contributor to a single candidate are treated as a single
contribution. Senate candidates received $3,511,022 from 4,396 contributions (44% of the total
contributions received by Senate candidates in 2019 and 2020 who filed for office). House
candidates received $3,547,553 from 4,276 contributions (42% of the total contributions received
by House candidates in 2019 and 2020 who filed for office). Judicial candidates received
$227,253.58 from 182 contributions (60% of the total contributions received by judicial
candidates in 2019 and 2020 who filed for office). A listing of the candidate committees that
received contributions of $500 or more and the source of those contributions begins on page
117.

Most non-judicial candidates voluntarily agree to limit expenditures in order to receive public
subsidies. These subsidies include direct payments to eligible candidates during election years
and the right to participate in the Palitical Contribution Refund (PCR) program. Agreements to
abide by spending limits in order to receive public subsidies were signed by 95% of non-judicial
candidates who filed for office and registered a principal campaign committee. A total of
$2,131,750 in public subsidy funds was distributed to legislative candidates for the 2020 election
and an additional $37,264 was distributed to legislative candidates for four special elections held
in 2019 and 2020. See pages 6-7 for a breakdown of public subsidy payments to 2020 general
election candidates by office.

Campaign expenditures are made for the purpose of influencing the nomination or election of a
candidate and apply toward the expenditure limit applicable to candidates who signed a public
subsidy agreement. Excluding contributions made by candidates, during the 2019-2020 election
cycle segment campaign expenditures by candidates who filed for office totaled $7,211,793 for
Senate candidates, $7,239,320 for House candidates, and $429,821 for judicial candidates.

Reports filed by 317 political party units during the 2019-2020 election cycle segment disclosed
receipt of contributions totaling $42,862,219, contributions made totaling $13,176,253 to state
candidate committees, other political party units, and political committees and funds, and
$10,945,854 in independent expenditures. Information on political party units starts on page 196.

Reports filed by 370 political committees and funds (not including independent expenditure and
ballot question committees and funds) disclosed receipt of contributions totaling $45,130,362,
contributions made totaling $22,680,869 to state candidate committees, political party units, and
other political committees and funds, and $2,330,752 in independent expenditures, during the
2019-2020 election cycle segment. Information on political committees and funds starts on page
219.

Reports filed by 73 independent expenditure committees and funds disclosed receipt of
contributions totaling $42,320,691, contributions made totaling $9,311,758, which were almost
exclusively made to other independent expenditure committees and funds, and independent
expenditures made totaling $13,577,744, during the 2019-2020 election cycle segment.
Information on independent expenditure committees and funds starts on page 295.



During the 2019-2020 election cycle segment, 69% of all independent expenditures were made
to influence Minnesota Senate races and 31% were made to influence races for the Minnesota
House of Representatives. An itemization of the independent expenditures made for and against

candidates begins on page 330.
